Measles update and information for schools

1 would be most grateful if you could share with your school community this information and
advice about preventing measies.

There is curently an outbreak of measles affecting three Waikato schools. As of 18 May
2016 there have been 22 confirmed cases with a further 9 under investigation.

To date, there are no confirmed cases in the Bay of Plenty or Lakes districts. However, this is
an important reminder for parents to ensure their chidren are up to date with their
immunisations.

Measles immunisation s free and is the best way to prevent measies. Two doses of the
MMR (measles, mumps, rubella) vaccine is 99% effective in preventing measles. The MMR
vaccine is given as part of the usual childhood immunisations at 15 months of age and at 4
years of age. If any, or both, of these immunisations have been missed, it is not 100 late to
catch up. If there is an outbreak of measles at a school, students who have not had their
immunisations may be required to stay at home for two weeks (or longer) to ensure they
don't pass measles on to others.
